N.C. Skeet Shooting Association Youth Grant Program
Purpose:  It is the purpose of this program to work to preserve the future of skeet shooting in North Carolina.  Surveys have shown that the majority of the members of the NSSA began shooting as children.  
Through our efforts we hope to make skeet shooting a good experience for young people.  By doing so there is a greater likelihood that in their adult lives they may return to the sport.
N.C. Skeet’s Involvement:  Each year the North Carolina Skeet Association (NCSA) will award grants to youth shooting organizations or individual instructors that are affiliated and active with North Carolina Skeet Shooting and the NSSA. Organizations/individuals will denote their needs in the grant application.  State grants will be used for one or more of the following only:
1. Targets (practice rounds of skeet)
2. Ammunition
3. Funds to purchase shot shell reloading supplies
4. State (NC) tournament entry fee’s 

State grants will not be used for the following expenses.  Examples of which could include but not limited to:

1. Firearms or accessories
2. Trap machines
3. Reloading equipment
4. Personal equipment (I.E. shooting pouches, glasses, etc.)
5. Travel expenses
6. Certification of instructors

Eligibility Requirements:  Any organization or individual that is in good standing with the NSSA and NCSA and is actively instructing youth shooters within and who are residents of the State of North Carolina.
Grant Application:  The following information must be included in the grant application.

1. Organizational name or individual requesting funds
2. Date of request
3. Mailing address
4. Club or shooting facility location
5. List the names, DOB, and addresses of all shooters the funds are requested to support (Note: Shooters must meet the eligibility for sub-junior, junior and collegiate as defined in the current NSSA rule book.)
6. List of how the funds will be utilized
7. List of the names, DOB, and addresses of all active youth skeet shooters

8. Any organization or individual who fails to submit the proper documentation to receive the funds will be disqualified from consideration

9. All requests should be received at least 30 days prior to the State Closed and/or the Mid-Winter Shoot so the Committee can review and award at either of the State Meetings.

10. There will be a $1000.00 cap per request, per year.

Requests for funds:  All requests shall be made in writing to the NCSA Director Youth Shooting Programs.

Distribution of funds:  The NCSA Director of Youth Shooting Programs will forward his recommendations for funding to the NCSA state president and executive committee for final approval.

Guideline once funds are approved:   Once funds are expended, requestor will submit an expenditure report, to include receipts and list of categories, of where monies were spent, to the NCSA Treasurer.

  ANY ORGANIZATION OR INDIVIDUAL WHO FAILS TO SUBMIT THE EXPENDITURE REPORT TO THE NCSA TREASURER WILL NOT BE ELIGIBLE FOR CONSIDERATION FOR A PERIOD OF 2 YEARS. 
  ANY ORGANIZATION OR INDIVIDUAL WHO MISUSES FUNDS WILL BE INELIGIBLE FROM RECEIVING FUNDS IN THE FUTURE.
Suspension of Funds:  NCSA may suspend the program if the annual report of the NCSA Treasurer shows funds are not available.
